Construction of
Stage 1 (300MW /2 hours) will start mid-2025, finishing early

construction is likely to follow 12 to 18 months behind Stage 1
Peak workforce on the project will be through the middle of the construction phase, where
we expect up to 90 people to be employed on the site by a large range of sub-contractors
and suppliers.
